NOTES:

1. Beehive Cluster (M44 or Praesepe ) in Cancer between Moon and Venus.
2. Mercury (mag. +0.7) between Moon and Horizon. Regulus (mag. +1.4) below and to right of Moon.
3. Venus reaches greatest elongation East on August 17 (46 degrees).
4. Venus now only about 16 degrees high 20 min. after sunset.

5. Close pairing of Moon and Jupiter makes this Moon-Venus-Jupiter triangle special.

6. Venus reaches greatest illumination (mag. -4.6) on Sept. 21.

7. Moon, Venus, Jupiter and Mercury form a quadrilateral .

8. Also look for Antares (a Sco, approx. mag. +1.1), 17 degrees to upper left of Jupiter.

9. Clear, unobstructed horizon needed. Venus now only about 4 degrees high 20 min. after sunset.
10. Venus becomes stationary Oct. 5 and retrogrades rapidly toward Sun. Conjunction with Sun Oct. 26.
